NOVEMBER 24, FEAST OF ST. ANDREW DUNG-LAC AND COMPANIONS: On Monday we celebrate the
feast of St. Andrew Dung-Lac and Companions. @hrianissionaries first brought the Catholic faihvietham
during the sixteenth century. During the seventeezighteenth and nineteenth centuries, Chrissaffered for
their beliefs. Many were martyred, especially dgrihe reign of Emperor Minh-Mang (1820-1840). Onedred
seventeen martyrs are in this group. The groupmade up of ninety-six Viethamese, eleven Spaniams ten
French. Eight of the group were bishops, fifty weriests and fifty-nine were lay Catholics. Soméhef priests
were Dominicans. Others were diocesan priests velanbed to the Paris Mission Society. St. Andremd@uac,
who represents this group of heroes, was a Vieteamimcesan priest.lthough they died at different times, they
were all canonized by Pope John Paul Il on Juné4®3.

scene in chapter 25?

l \ m  Matthew 25:31-46 depicts a final judgment

scene in which all nations are gathered. Doedrhlade
Jews and Christians, or is the parable referringpio
believers who are neither Christian nor Jew? A garaui-
ment can be made that such is the case. If spattadle
addresses an issue that is still prevalent todayeha
how can non-believers be saved?

Matthew's Gospel delineates a conflict occurringveen
those who accept Jesus as Messiah and savior @swl tf
who don't. For Matthew, Jesus is Immanuel, God-w#h
who has promised that whenever two or three ateegad
in his name, he is there in their midst. At the ehthe
Gospel, Jesus proclaims that he will be with hikofeers
till the end of time; but the question does surfeaecern-
ing the fate of those who are not believers oofe#rs of
Jesus.

Matthew recounts this final judgment scene to askire
that very question. The nations are judged basdtbaon
they treated the believers or followers of Jedus]east o
the brothers and sisters. If they took care of deilow-
ers' needs, then they are judged righteous andhwoft
salvation. If they did not, then they are curséthik is
the criteria for non-believers, how much more soudthit
be the criteria among believers themselves as V@diA-
ously believers and non-believers alike are sultgetie
same judgment.
